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Draft interim policy on Areas of
Coastal Management-Public
exhibition

Council’s draft Development Control Plan 118 — Areas of Coastal Management finished public exhibition
at the end of April 2010.

Due to a number of outstanding unresolved matters, the draft DCP 118 is unable to be finalised.

In the mean time, Council at its meeting on 19 October 2010, resolved to place draft Interim Policy —
Areas of Coastal Management on public exhibition, in accordance with Council’s Community
Consultation Policy.

Council also resolved at that meeting that all Development Applications (DASs) affected by coastal
instability issues that are currently lodged and future DAs to be lodged prior to the finalisation of draft
DCP 118 be generally assessed and determined in accordance with the provisions of the draft Interim

Policy.

The provisions of the draft Interim Policy are less prohibitive compared to the provisions contained in the
exhibited draft DCP 118.

This approach should restore investor and property market confidence for coastal properties in the
Shoalhaven.

The draft document is being publicly exhibited between Wednesday 27 October and Friday 26
November 2010 at the City Administrative Centre, Bridge Road, Nowra and Deering Street, Ulladulla.
