Gallery and school staff supervise 
and give directions to manage 
students to avoid potential of any 
student leaving the forecourt area 
unless directed.

Prior to gallery tours students and 
school staff will be briefed by 
supervising education officer on rules 
and requirements of the Gallery 
environment, planned tasks, correct 
and responsible use of all materials 
and tools used for tasks. 

Access Shoalhaven Regional Gallery is a wheel chair accessible environment, 
disabled toilets are provided on both levels of the building and a lift is 
available for access to first floor where the art studio is located. 

First Aid First Aid kit available in Gallery Administration Office ground floor. 
At least one qualified First Aid Officer is on duty at all times. 

Emergencies Emergency procedures are in place in the venue and staff are trained 
to deal with emergency situations.

Other requirements Covered footwear is required for studio and gallery visits.  
Protective clothing (art apron or old t-shirt) is necessary for practical 
workshops. 
Hats and sunscreen are advised for program breaks taken outside in 
the forecourt or courtyard. Schools visiting for an extended period 
should bring lunch and a drink.
